Readings for the 3™ Sunday of Advent (pp. 386-387): Today we anticipate the joy of
Christmas with special lighter-colored ornaments. The keynote of our Mass texts is “Rejoice!” — Gaudete!
— the opening word of the ancient entrance antiphon that gives this Sunday its traditional name. That
antiphon in turn comes from today’s second reading, wherein St. Paul exhorts the Philippians to rejoice
always. That’s not necessarily easy for those whose Christmas season may include grief, loneliness and
suffering. But what’s the reason that joy is possible regardless of external circumstances? All the readings
today give us the answer: The Lord is at hand ! (2™ reading). Israel, “Daughter of Zion”, whose mission
is embodied perfectly in the person of Mary, can rejoice because her King, a “mighty savior”, is already
present in her midst (1 reading, Zephaniah). And the Baptist preaches that with repentance from sin and
sharing with the poor we will be ready to receive this mighty, saving King (Luke’s Gospel).

Christmas Party: Next Sunday, Dec. 20", after the 11:00 Mass, we’ll have our annual
Christmas party in the Mindszenty Hall. Santa Claus will visit the kids, and there’ll be face-painting and
other games for them.
